e Must be pursuing post-secondary education in an accredited 4-year, 2-year, technical
institute, or trade school during the 2022-2023 academic year;
e Special consideration will be given to Truax and Webb-Rethke CDA residents, EMCC
program participants, EMCC volunteers and first-time applicants.

Completed applications and all supporting materials must be submitted to the East Madison
Community Center via email or in person no later than 4:00pm on Friday, May 27th, 2022.

Applications will be scored on the following criteria: Explanation of scholarship need,
connection to EMCC, personal and professional goals, participation in school and community,
appearance of the application and letters of recommendation.

Scholarship awards will be paid directly to the school.

6. Letters of recommendation are not required for scholarship consideration, but may be
helpful. If you wish to submit an endorsement by a mentor or teacher or case worker, please
attach it to your application.
